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Resolution adopted by the Economic and Social Council on 16 July 2014

[on the recommendation of the Commission on Crime Prevention
and Criminal Justice (E/2014/30)]

2014/22. Thirteenth United Nations Congress on Crime
Prevention and Criminal Justice and the post-2015
development agenda

The Economic and Social Council,

Recalling General Assembly resolution 61/16 of 20 November 2006, in which
the Assembly reaffirmed the role that the Charter of the United Nations and the
General Assembly had vested in the Economic and Social Council, and recognized
the need for a more effective Council as a principal body for coordination, policy
review, policy dialogue and recommendations on issues of economic and social
development, as well as for implementation of the international development goals
agreed at the major United Nations conferences and summits, including the
Millennium Development Goals,

Recalling also that, through its resolution 68/1 of 20 September 2013, the
General Assembly decided that the Economic and Social Council should base its
annual programme of work on a main theme that would, inter alia, be decided by the
Council based on inputs from its subsidiary bodies, as well as Member States, and
that an integration segment should be held annually, the main functions of which
would be to consolidate all the inputs of Member States, the subsidiary bodies of the
Council, the United Nations system and other relevant stakeholders and to promote
the balanced integration of the three dimensions of sustainable development, namely
social, environmental and economic,

Recognizing the preparations for the Thirteenth United Nations Congress on
Crime Prevention and Criminal Justice, as set out in General Assembly resolution
67/184 of 20 December 2012, including the decision that the main theme of the
Congress would be “Integrating crime prevention and criminal justice into the wider
United Nations agenda to address social and economic challenges and to promote
the rule of law at the national and international levels, and public participation”,

1. Invites Member States, international organizations and all relevant
stakeholders to provide to the United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime their
views regarding the contribution that the Thirteenth United Nations Congress on
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Thirteenth United Nations Congress on Crime Prevention and
E/RES/2014/22 Criminal Justice and the post-2015 development agenda

Crime Prevention and Criminal Justice, considering its main theme, could make to
the discussions on the post-2015 development agenda, while respecting the process
established by the General Assembly, and requests the Office to report to the
Congress on that matter;

2. Invites Member States and other donors to provide extrabudgetary
resources for the purposes set out in the present resolution, in accordance with the
rules and procedures of the United Nations.
