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>There are currently no reliable estimates on the number of people displaced in Papua
and West Papua provinces. In 2010, thousands of people were reportedly displaced
by military operations in the central highlands (Puncak Jaya) between May and June
but lack of access to the affected areas makes It impossible to verify these numbers.
Hundreds of people were also displaced in May by ethnic clashes near Timika
(Sources: Jakarta Post, West Papua Advocacy Team (WPAT), Radio New Zealand
International (RNZL)).

>Between 2007 and 2010, several thousands of people were reportedly displaced by
military operations in Puncak Jaya regency (Source: WPAT)

>An estimated 20,000 people were displaced between 2001 and 2007 by military
operations taking place mainly in the central highlands (Source: Chauvel, 2008;
HRW, July 2007).
