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Conflict and displacement in 
Central Sulawesi (1998-2002)
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It is estimated that up to 150,000 
people were displaced by conflict in 
Central Sulawesi between December 
1998 and August 2002.

Although there is no reliable data, it 
is believed that between 5,000 and 
20,000 people may have been unable 
to return home or to achieve durable 
solutions as of 2010.

Areas with high numbers of IDPs and 
returnees include Poso city, North 
Pamona, Lage and Poso Pesisir, but 
also Palu and Ampana.
