Text of the reservation: “"The Constitution of Jamaica entrenches and guarantees to every person in
Jamaica the fundamental rights and freedoms of the individual irrespective of his race or place of
origin. The Constitution prescribes judicial processes to be observed in the event of the violation of
any of these rights whether by the State or by a private individual. Ratification of the Convention by
Jamaica does not imply the acceptance of obligations going beyond the constitutional limits nor the
acceptance of any obligation to introduce judicial processes beyond those prescribed under the
Constitution."
