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. Introduction

1. The present report is submitted pursuant to paragraph 14 of Security Council
resolution 1284 (1999), in which the Council requested me to report every four
months on the compliance by Iraq with its obligations regarding the repatriation or
return of all Kuwaiti and third-country nationals or their remains and every six
months on the return of all Kuwaiti property, including archives, seized by Irag.

2. Since June 2006 the frequency of reports on the compliance by Irag with its
obligations regarding the repatriation or return of all Kuwaiti and third-country
nationals or their remains has been reduced from every four months to every six
months (see S/2006/468 and S/2006/469).

3. My twenty-third report (S/2006/948) was submitted in December 2006. The
present report covers both issues — the compliance by Iraq with its obligations
regarding the repatriation or return of all Kuwaiti and third-country nationals or
their remains and the return of all Kuwaiti property, including archives, seized by

Irag.

1. Background

4.  Issues covered in this report remained on the agenda of the meetings of the
League of Arab States and the Gulf Cooperation Council. At its nineteenth session at
the summit level, held at Riyadh on 28 and 29 March 2007, the Council of the
League of Arab States reiterated its condemnation of the grave violations of human
rights that occurred during the occupation of the State of Kuwait and the expunging
of the facts relating to Kuwaiti and other prisoners and missing persons, the remains
of a number of whom had been found in mass graves. It expressed deep condolences
to the families of the victims whose remains had been identified and concern for the
ordeal of those whose whereabouts remained unknown. It demanded that all efforts
be made to discover the fate of all of the Kuwaiti and other prisoners and missing
persons.

5. Atitstwenty-seventh session, held at Riyadh on 9 and 10 December 2006, the
Supreme Council of the Gulf Cooperation Council urged the United Nations to
continue its efforts to resolve the outstanding issues of the Kuwaiti national archives

and the determination of the fate of remaining prisoners and missing persons of
Kuwaiti and other nationalities.

Recent activitieswith regard to therepatriation and return
of all Kuwaiti and third-country nationals or their remains

6. From 7 to 9 May 2007, the High-level Coordinator visited Kuwait, where he
was received by the Deputy Prime Minister and Minister for Foreign Affairs, Sheikh
Mohammad al-Sabah al Salem al-Sabah, and had meetings with members of the
Kuwaiti National Committee for Missing Persons and Prisoners of War Affairs, the
Head of Kuwait Airways Corporation, and other officials.

7.  On behalf of the Kuwaiti people, the Deputy Prime Minister and Minister for
Foreign Affairs expressed appreciation to Ambassador Vorontsov for his
coordination activities. He valued the continued attention of the Security Council to
the humanitarian issue of uncovering the fate of all Kuwaiti prisoners of war and
third-country nationals. Kuwait is determined to continue the search for prisoners
and/or their human remains. The Coordinator assured his interlocutor that he would
continue his facilitation in order to bring the issues of missing Kuwaiti and third-
country nationals as well as the national archives to a satisfactory conclusion.

8. The Kuwaiti National Committee advised the High-level Coordinator that
three new names had been added to the list of those whose remains have been
identified. Their total number has now reached 233. These persons are listed in the
annex to the present report. The identifications were based on the skeleton material
brought to Kuwait in 2004. Since that time, because of the security situation in Iraq,
the Kuwaiti assessment and exhumation teams have been unable to conduct their
work there.

9.  While efforts to identify the mortal remains continue, Kuwait has informed the
International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC) that it will be returning about
40 sets of human remains to Iragq because the test results produced inconclusive
results. The human remains will be returned with DNA profiles and other gathered
information which may help Iraq to identify its nationals who lay in mass graves.

10. The plan of action aimed at resuming field operations under the present
conditions in Irag that was adopted at the 29th meeting of the Tripartite
Commission, held at Geneva in November 2006 (see S/2006/948) is being
implemented. Ambassador Vorontsov was told that Kuwait appreciates the efforts
being made to that end by the United States of America and other members of the
Tripartite Commission. Kuwait looks forward to receiving from the United States
the satellite imagery of several grave sites in Iraq which should help to establish
with greater precision the coordinates of those sites and allow the preparation of
field missions.

11. The Iragi authorities have been helpful and forthcoming. Iraq has presented
information with regard to several new grave sites and has been making efforts to
find and contact witnesses who may know the location of mass graves where
Kuwaiti detainees and third-country nationals are buried. It is understood that under
the security conditions prevailing in Iraq an additional effort is needed to persuade
witnesses to come forward and help in this humanitarian endeavour.
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12. Ambassador Vorontsov was briefed on the 53rd meeting of the Technical
Subcommittee of the Tripartite Commission, held on 20 February 2007. The meeting
was attended by representatives of France, Irag, Kuwait, Saudi Arabia and the
United States of America and ICRC.

13. The case of the missing American serviceman, Captain Michael Scott
Speicher, remains open. The United States is resolved to continue searching for him.
The issue has been addressed at the meetings of the Tripartite Commission.

Recent activitieswith regard to thereturn of
Kuwaiti property

14. There has been no progress with regard to the return of the Kuwaiti national
archives — the official records of the country, in particular documents belonging to
the offices of the Amiri Diwan, the Council of Ministers and the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs. Kuwaiti officials at the highest level have expressed concern that the
whereabouts of these documents remain unknown.

15. More than four years have passed since the fall of Saddam Hussein's regime,
when access was apparently gained to all areas where the seized documents could
possibly be located. In his contacts the High-level Coordinator has called on all
parties to intensify the search for the archives. Interviews with those Iragi officials
who may still be in the custody of the United States or the multinational force could
prove helpful.

16. In another development, in a follow-up to the letter received from the
Permanent Representative of Kuwait (see $/2006/948, para. 19), the High-level
Coordinator suggested in January 2007 that a joint Kuwait-lrag mission under his
auspices visit Jordan to (a) ascertain the presence of Kuwait Airways Corporation
(KAC) spare parts on board the Iragi aircraft, (b) compile the list of found spare
parts, and (c) agree on the date of the handover. By that time, the Permanent
Mission of Jordan to the United Nations had confirmed that the six Iragi aircraft
were indeed stationed at Queen Alia International Airport in Amman. The Jordanian
authorities had contacted Iragi Airways Company and allowed it to take charge of
the aircraft after the lifting of United Nations sanctions on Irag. According to the
Civil Aviation Authority of Jordan, the six aircraft were “worn out and inoperative”.

17. With the concurrence of the Governments of Irag, Kuwait and Jordan, the
High-level Coordinator led a joint Kuwait-Irag mission to Jordan from 13 to
15 May. Both the Kuwaiti and Iraqi teams consisted of several engineers,
representatives of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and legal experts. The Jordanian
authorities fully cooperated with the mission, providing access to the airport tarmac
and transportation to and from the airport.

18. The mission inspected the luggage compartments and passenger cabins of four
Boeing 727 and two Boeing 707 aircraft belonging to Iragi Airways Company
which, according to the Civil Aviation Authority of Jordan, arrived at Queen Alia
International Airport in January, May and June 1991. The visual inspection found no
spare parts belonging to KAC. No logbooks, which normally reflect changes in the
components of the aircraft, were present either.

19. The Kuwaiti team provided Ambassador Vorontsov with documents that
indicated that some KAC spare parts had been fitted on Iragi aircraft. With the
permission of the lragi team, the Kuwaiti engineers checked the Iragi aircraft for
installed KAC spare parts. By the time of the High-level Coordinator’s departure no
such items were discovered.

Observations

20. | welcome the essentially humanitarian process set in motion by paragraph 14
of Security Council resolution 1284 (1999). Kuwait's commitment to clarifying the
fate of all missing persons regardless of their nationalities deserves respect. A total
of 233 mortal remains have so far been identified.

21. | strongly condemn the killing of Kuwaiti and third-country nationals by the
previous Iragi regime. The execution of Kuwaiti civilians and a decade-long cover-
up of the truth constitute a grave violation of human rights and international
humanitarian law. | call on the Government of Iraq to ensure that those responsible
for these despicable crimes are brought to justice. | take this opportunity to offer my
sincere condolences to the families of the Kuwaiti and third-country nationals who
are now facing the grim truth about the fate of their loved ones.

22. | have taken note of the fact that serious security challenges confront
continued searches for the Kuwaiti detainees and third-country nationals or their
remains in Irag. In that connection, | understand that the plan of action adopted by
the Tripartite Commission provides an avenue for the continuation of work and
resumption of field operations, as many people are still unaccounted for. It provides
reason for guarded optimism and hope. The implementation of the plan depends on
the practical inputs of all concerned and | strongly encourage their cooperation.

23. The Tripartite Commission remains a primary mechanism for dealing with the
issue of persons missing since the 1990/91 Gulf war. The continued fruitful
cooperation of all its members is a guarantee that hopes of achieving positive results
in settling this long-standing humanitarian issue will be fulfilled. Irag’'s practical
activities to that end are commendable. | am grateful to the International Committee
of the Red Cross for its diligent endeavours in this regard. | value the trust Kuwait
and its people have put in the efforts of Ambassador Vorontsov.

24. | am greatly concerned about the lack of progress with regard to finding and
returning the Kuwaiti archives. | call on al parties with knowledge of the
whereabouts of these important documents or their fate to come forward and share
information.

25. The recent joint mission of Kuwaiti and Iragi experts to Jordan is another
example of continued efforts aimed at returning Kuwaiti property. | am convinced
that the Kuwaiti and Iragi representatives will arrive at constructive arrangements to
bring this issue to a conclusion. |1 would like to express my gratitude to the
Government of Jordan for its assistance to all parties concerned.
