Comments of the Commissariat for refugees and migration of the Republic of Serbia
to the Report of Mr Niels Muiznieks, Commissioner for Human Rights of the Council
of Europe, on the Republic of Serbia

In order to have complete insight in the situation in the Republic of Serbia concerning
the position of refugees from other former Yugoslav republics and of internally
displaced persons, the Commissariat for Refugees and Migration of the Republic of
Serbia proposed to amend the Report with following informations.

The Republic of Serbia established the mechanism for the implementation of
programs for support of refugees and internally displaced persons on central and local
levels. Thanks to the system of action planning in addressing the needs of those
persons on local level, the local self-government has been actively involved in this
process. The programs of local action plans have been acknowledged and financially
supported by the EU, UNHCR and the OSCE. Additionally, in recent period,
numerous programs have been implemented on central level, as envisaged by the
strategic framework, which has been financed by the EU, UN agencies, the
Government of Serbia as well as by bilateral donors.

From 2008 until present day, by the measures of improvement of housing conditions,
8.262 families have been taken care of: by providing building materials for 5.335
families; by providing social housing in supportive environment for 1.017 families; by
purchase of rural households for 1.363 families; by allocation of apartments for 66
families; by allocation of prefabricated houses for 481 families. In the same period,
through grants for economic empowerment, 6772 families has been supported. In this
way, in recent period, help has been provided for 15.034 families in total.

Out of this figures, from the Budget of the Republic of Serbia housing problem has
been solved for 4.389 families and 3.336 families have been economically
empowered.

Having in mind the high degree of vulnerability of internally displaced persons
belonging to Roma nationality, who make up 10 percent of total number of internally
displaced persons, their representation in programs for improvement of living
conditions and economic empowerment is over 20 percent.

In the framework of the ongoing implementation of the Regional housing program,
with the participation of the Republic of Serbia, the Republic of Croatia, Montenegro
and Bosnia and Herzegovina, it is envisaged to provide housing solutions for 4.153
most vulnerable refugee families in the next three years.

The Republic of Serbia will continue to finance programs for solution of housing
problems and economic empowerment of refugees and internally displaced persons
through regular Government programs. At the same time, the Government will
continue to inform the donors of current needs in order to provide additional help for
solving the remaining problems.
