January 2011 and was received by OHCHR in Geneva on 14 January 2011. The notification, however, was
received by the Treaty Section of the Office of Legal Affairs on 9 December 2014. In a note received from
the Permanent Mission on 19 May 2015, the Government of Oman informed the Secretary-General that it
considers that the withdrawal took effect on 14 January 2011.
