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SUDAN EMERGENCY

Over 2.5 million people have been displaced by the conflict in Sudan since 15 April 2023, with more than
571,000 people seeking safety in neighbouring countries. Thousands of Sudanese who had fled Khartoum
and surrounding areas with the intention to seek safety in Egypt remain stranded at the border as they
were unable to cross due to a change of policy introduced by the Egyptian Government on 10 June.

UNHCR continues to stay and deliver in Sudan, responding to the humanitarian needs of refugees and
forcibly displaced in new locations such as Port Sudan, Wadi Halfa, and Wad Madani while maintaining ex-
isting programmes in Gedaref, Kassala, Blue Nile, and White Nile, where an emergency response is being
scaled up in response to the influx of over 140,000 refugees and asylum seekers fleeing Khartoum and
other unsafe areas.
